Dear Family and Friends;

As most of you know, for the past six years we have been ministering in Zambia, Africa, expressing the love
of God through helping to bring clean water and transformational community development. During these
six years we have founded and developed an organization called Seeds of Hope International Partnerships
(SHIP). Kirk’s journey began when he went on a mission trip to Zambia in 2003 and saw the desperate
need for clean water and open hearts to the gospel of Jesus. Denise’s journey began when she was a little
girl and would sing prayers to God to save the children in Africa.

From these small beginnings God blessed us with a passion for sharing His love in Zambia and SHIP has
grown into more then we could have imagined. We have trained Zambians to drill water wells, repair hand
water pumps, make and distribute bio-sand filters, teach hygiene and sanitation classes and build
demonstration latrines. In these six short years, with the help of countless people, SHIP has been able to
bring clean water to over 250,000 people in Zambia. Most recently we have begun to focus on establishing
resource centers in communities to help teach literacy, improved agriculture techniques and job skills such
as wood carving, sewing and raising pigs. As fruit of these goods works 3 churches have been planted and

many others encouraged to help the needy in their communities.

SHIP has grown into quite a large organization almost overnight and we are running to catch up to build the
infrastructure to sustain all the amazing things God has done. As a result of this growth and in order to
mentor/ bring our Zambian Team into this next level we believe it is necessary for us to move to Zambia.
We will be leaving for Zambia April 19" and return in time for the holidays in November. When we return
to the U.S. we will reassess and determine how long to stay state-side and when we should return to
Zambia.

While we are in Zambia, Kirk will take on the role of project manager, overseeing and coordinating all the
different projects that we are doing there. One important goal of our time there will be to raise-up and
train at least one Zambian to take over

the project manager position. Denise
will help to encourage staff members
and help develop vision and projects, as
well as provide support to Kirk. We
are planning on putting Halleigh into an
international pre-school there, and are
praying that she will be a bridge
between the different parts of society;
we already know she will be a joy
wherever she goes! Our hope is to

establish a home there which is simple

but efficient in order to spcnd our time
and energy with the pcople.

We are excited about moving to Zambia and taking SHIP to this next level. Establishing a long term home
base for us there will be expensive and we will not take project monies for this. We are looking to raise
funds for monthly personal support, plane tickets, establishing a home and buying a vehicle. Surprisingly the
cost of living in Zambia is actually quite similar to here. Would you please prayerfully consider supporting
us personally in this endeavor?
